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History of Architecture from Early Christianity to the Baroque
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This course will follow the development of Western architecture from Early
Christianity until the Baroque. Architectural styles will be studied in
chronological order. Early Christian, Byzantine, Carolingian, Ottonian,
Romanesque, Gothic, Renaissance, Mannerist and Baroque architecture. We
will study the central architects and buildings in each period, focusing on the
stylistic developments and influences. The architectural characteristics will be
studied with regard to the broader cultural, religious and social context.
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
