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The Art in Rome from Michelangelo to Bernini
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The course will examine the art created in Rome from 1480 to 1670, within the
contexts of the religious, political and social occurrences of that period.

The renewal of building in Rome which began in the mid 15" century, was
accompanied by an amazing wealth of artistic creativity. The ambition of the Popes
for glorification, and the desire of the elite to live in splendor, left their imprint on all
the arts in Rome. The Sistine Chapel paintings, the “Stanze” by Raphael, the initial
building of the new St. Peter's Church, the building of palaces and villas and their
decoration with fresco cycles — constitute only a part of the artistic enterprises at the

16™ century.
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At the 17" century Rome moved towards a new era. The art of Caravaggio, Annibale

Carracci and Bernini will be studied
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
