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This Seminar deals with immigrant artists who arrived in Western Europe and the
United States in the first half of the 20™ century . Employing concepts derived
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from Aesthetic, Post Colonial ,Geographic Art and Identity theories, Diaspora,
exile, will discuss the contribution of artists such as members of the E'cole de
Paris , teachers in the Bauhaus and Emigré artists in London and New York to the
development of art in their new 'homes' and the influence of local culture and
personal experiences on their (immigrants) own art . We will also consider
immigrant artists in Eretz Israel in the same period .
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
