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In the 17" century the renewal of artistic creativity that took place in Rome also
influenced other Italian art centers. The course will examine artistic phenomena of
this era, within the contexts of its contemporary religious, political and social
occurrences.

We shall deal with the building and art enterprises commissioned by high ranking
patrons; examine the paintings of Caravaggio and his followers, Annibale Carracci,
Domenichino, Guido Reni, Pietro da Cortona; and discuss Bernini’s sculpture and the
buildings of the great architects such as Bernini and Borromini.
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
