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The course will critically examine the history of photography in Asia while emphasizing
and scrutinizing trans-cultural processes of colonialism, independence and globalization.
A special attention will be paid to the cross-cultural encounter: the translation of
photographic terminology into Asian languages; The way Asia was portrayed in
European imagination; the use of "scientific" tools to articulate the image of the Asian
Other; Power relations between photographer and photographed in Asia; War imagery;
Funerary imagery; Contemporary photography.

We shall study the research of Ali Behdad, Christopher Pinney, Gu Yi, Wu Hung, Ellen
Takata, Young Min Moon, Rosalind Morris among other researchers.
