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General Description of the Course

The course is based on the first year's course and will focus on developing skills to
cope with learning new musical material and on improving the melodic, harmonic and
rhythmic and "internal hearing" skills. This will be accomplished through singing,
recognizing and writing of scales, clusters and various types of chords such as seventh
chords and their inversions, chords built on fourths and fifths and harmonic
progressions.

In addition, the course will focus on developing sight singing — {prima vista} of tonal
and a-tonal music. Emphasis will be put on developing immediate and accurate
response to singing difficult musical passages, as well as on improving eye-ear

connection, intonation and musical memory.
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Course requirements:
*Mandatory attendance, active participation during the course, homework and oral
and written exams.

Components of the final grade:

50% - Written and oral examination at the end of each semester.
30% - Participation in class drills

20% - Homework

The examinations, which take place at the end of each semester, are comprised of 2
parts: oral and written.
The learning material for the examinations is as follow:

* Course contents:
*The student is required to be able to sing, construct, identify and write:

e Scales, Modes, Clusters of 5-6 notes.

e Triads and their inversions, Closed and Open positions (Major, Minor,
Diminished and Augmented), the Seventh-chords and their inversions, chords
built on fourths and fifths.

e Progression: Harmonic dictation (including triads, seventh-chords and their
inversions and secondary dominants.).

e Rhythmic patterns in simple and complex meters.

e Dictations of 2-4 voices with modulation to relative scales.

e Sight-singing of a given piece with modulations; tonal and a-tonal music
prima vista.
