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The seminar will introduce current theories dealing with the politics of urban
planning, urban design and development, and use their tools to examine urban
development in Israel. The first sessions will introduce concepts of urban politics and
the associations with local society, national ideologies, planning and architectural
theories and shifting accumulation regimes. The later sessions will issue main factors

in Israeli urban developmental: governments, markets and citizens relations, ethnic

and ideological struggles, Land and housing management, democracy and

transparency issues. To sum-up we will define continuity and change in local
development patterns, and evaluate main achievements and failures.
